In 1998 the Provincial Board of Education (anglophone) requested the Department
of Education undertake a review of French Second Language programs offered in
the Anglophone school system. In response, a Delphi process was undertaken in
1998-99 to identify the critical areas to be studied. In November 1999,
PricewaterhouseCoopers was awarded the tender to study the existing programs
and provide recommendations for improvements. The report was received in
September 2000 and has since been under review by the Department of Education.
